Homstad is an award-winning artist who has exhibited in numerous juried and invitational shows. His work is in the permanent collections of several Midwest institutions, including Vesterheim. His murals are on walls in more than 30 communities, and he has also supervised more than 100 murals in public schools.
This special exhibit will be on view at Vesterheim through May 30, 2022. The museum is currently open Thursday through Monday, 10:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m.
